a.  None of His bones were broken. 

 

Ex 12:46  In one house it shall be eaten; you shall not carry any of 

the flesh outside the house, nor shall you break one of its bones. 

 

John 1:29  The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and 

said, "Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the 

world! 

 

 

1 Cor 5:7…For indeed Christ, our Passover, was sacrificed for us.  

 

1 Peter 1:18-19 

18 knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, 

like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition 

from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a 

lamb without blemish and without spot. 

 

b.  They will look on Him who they pierced. 

 

Zech 12:10  "And I will pour on the house of David and on the 

inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication; then 

they will look on Me whom they pierced. Yes, they will mourn for 

Him as one mourns for his only son, and grieve for Him as one 

grieves for a firstborn. 

 
Rev 1:7  Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see 

Him, even they who pierced Him. And all the tribes of the earth 

will mourn because of Him. Even so, Amen.

1.  Joseph of Arimathea, the secret disciple, takes away the body. 

 

2.  Nicodemus brings the burial spices. 

 

3.  Joseph and Nicodemus prepare Jesus’ body for burial.
